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REPS. BLACKBURN, TANNER ANNOUNCE GRANT

FOR MONTGOMERY CO. VOLUNTEER FIRE SERVICE

WASHINGTON, July 13, 2007 – Congressmen Marsha Blackburn and John Tanner have announced that the Montgomery County Volunteer Fire Service will receive a grant from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security to improve fire prevention programs.

“Our first responders are trained to save lives and cannot do that on a shoestring budget,” Blackburn said. “This grant provides the critical additional resources to Montgomery County Volunteer Fire Service so that when 911 is called they are trained and ready to do their jobs.”
“Firefighters are instrumental in protecting our communities, and it is important that we provide these men and women with the tools they need to do their jobs safely,” Tanner said. “Providing our first responders with the training and resources they need is also a strong message of appreciation for the hard work they do.” 

The $5,762 grant is available through the DHS Fire Prevention and Safety Grant Program. It can be used for such projects as public education, arson prevention and awareness, code enforcement, wildfire prevention, media campaigns, sprinkler awareness and smoke alarm distribution. 

Blackburn represents Tennessee’s 7th Congressional district, and Tanner represents Tennessee’s 8th Congressional district, both of which include portions of Clarksville and Montgomery County.
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
